Selection for Enrollment

The total enrollment of 400 students (grade 9-12) is limited by our charter.  The enrollment priorities of the school are governed by state law.  All students will be considered for admission without regard to ethnicity, national origin, gender, or religious preference.  

Eligible students will be invited to attend an assessment which will include a math and writing activity and an interview with our staff members. 
Students are considered eligible if they meet the following:
· GPA requirement of 2.0 in core academic classes and have no behavioral or disciple problems at their current school.
· Complete and correct applications submitted by the end of the open enrollment period.
If the number of students that meet the qualifications (gpa, assessment, interview) exceed the number of available openings per grade level for the fall semester, a lottery will be held.  Using a lottery as a method of selection is required by California law.

If a lottery is required, it will be held on March 26, 2010. The lottery will be used to determine who is eligible to register for the 2010-2011 school year and who will be placed on the wait list. All applicants will be notified of their enrollment status by mail on or before April 2, 2010.

Internet Acceptable Use Agreement

(Please read this document carefully before signing.)

Internet access is available to all students in NBECHS.  We are pleased to provide this access and believe the Internet offers vast, diverse, and unique resources to the students.  Our goal in providing this service to students is to promote educational excellence in our schools by facilitating resource sharing, innovation and communication.  

The Internet is an electronic highway connecting thousand of computers all over the world and millions of individual subscribers.  Students have access to:

1. Electronic mail (e-mail) communication with people all over the world.

2. Public domain software and graphics of all types for school use. 

3. Discussion groups on a plethora of topics ranging from Chinese culture to the environment to music to politics.

4. Access to many University Library Catalogs, the Library of Congress, and research resources such as Education Resources Information Center (ERIC), a large collection of relevant information to educators and students.

5. With access to computers and people all over the world also comes the availability of material that may not be considered to be of educational value in the context of the school setting.  NBECHS has taken precautions to restrict access to controversial materials.  However, on a global network it is impossible to control all materials and an industrious user many discover controversial information.  We firmly believe that the valuable information and interaction available on this worldwide network far outweigh the possibility that users may procure material that is not consistent with the educational goals of NBECHS.    

Internet access is coordinated through a complex association of government agencies, and regional and state networks.  In addition, the smooth operation of the network relies upon the proper conduct of the end users who must adhere to strict guidelines.  These guidelines are provided here so that you are aware of the responsibilities you are about to acquire.  In general this requires efficient, ethical and legal utilization of the network resources.  If a NBECHS user violates any of these provisions, his or her account will be terminated and future access could possibly be denied.  

The signatures at the end of this document are legally binding and indicate the parties who signed have read the terms and conditions carefully and understand their significance.  

Internet:  Terms and Conditions of Use

1. Acceptable Use. The purpose of the backbone networks making up the Internet is to support research and education in and among academic institutions by providing access to unique resources and the opportunity for collaborative work.  The use of your account must be in support of education and research and consistent with the educational objectives of NBECHS.  Transmission of any material in violation of any national or state regulation is prohibited.  This includes, but is not limited to: copyrighted material, threatening or obscene material, or material protected by trade secret.  

2. Privileges.  The use of the Internet is a privilege, not a right, and inappropriate use will result in a cancellation of those privileges.  Each student who receives and account will be part of a discussion with a NBECHS staff member pertaining to the proper use of the network.  The system administrators will deem what is inappropriate use and their decision is final.  Also, the system administrators may close an account at any time as required.  The administration, faculty, and staff of NBECHS may request the system administrator to deny, revoke, or suspend specific user accounts.
Internet Acceptable Use Agreement (continued)
Network Etiquette.  You are expected to abide by the generally accepted rules of network etiquette.  These include (but are not limited to) the following:

· Be polite.  Do not get abusive in your messages to others.

· Use appropriate language.  DO not swear, use vulgarities or any other inappropriate language. 

· Illegal activities are strictly forbidden.

· Note that electronic mail (email) is not guaranteed to be private.  People who operate the system do have access to all mail.  Messages relating to or in support of illegal activities may be reported to the authorities.  

· Do not use the network in such a way that you would disrupt the use of the network by other users.  

· All communications and information accessible via the network should be assumed to be private property.  

       4.   Warranties.  NBECHS makes no warranties or any kind, whether expressed or implied, for the service it is providing.  NBECHS will not be responsible for any damages you suffer.  This includes loss of data resulting from delays, nondeliveries, mis-deliveries, or service interruptions caused by it’s own negligence or your errors or omissions.  Use of any information obtained via the Internet is at your own risk.  NBECHS specifically denies any responsibility for the accuracy or quality of information obtained through its services.

      5.  Security. Security on any computer system is a high priority, especially when the system involves many users.  If you feel you can identify a security problem on the Internet, you must notify a system administrator or the NBECHS principal.  Do not demonstrate the problem to other users.  Do not use another individual’s account without written permission from that individual.  Attempts to logon to the Internet as a system administrator will result in cancellation of user privileges.  Any user identified as a security risk or having a history of problems with other computer systems may be denied access to Internet. 

     6.  Vandalism. Vandalism will result in cancellation of privileges.  Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy data of another user or any of the above listed agencies or other networks that are connected to any of the Internet backbones. Student Dress and Grooming Code 

To promote a safe, secure and comfortable environment conducive to a valued education, NBECHS has established a student dress code for all students.  Additionally students attend college courses at RCC are required to follow the dress code described below.  In cooperation with teachers, students and parents/guardians, the Principal or designee shall review the following regulations and may recommend additional school rules governing dress and grooming.  New school rules are subject to approval by the Advisory Committee.

The following guidelines shall be enforced and shall apply to all regular school activities at NBECHS:

1. Clothing, hats, and jewelry shall be free or writing, pictures, or any other insignia which are crude, vulgar, profane, sexually suggestive, or which advocate violence, racial slurs, sexism, religious prejudice, or the use of drugs or alcohol.  NBECHS requires that anything worn, carried, or gestures that indicate gang involvement will be referred to the Counselor or Principal for disciplinary actions.  When a new fashion trend becomes a symbol that may be dangerous, anti-social, or the arrangement of specific clothing denote gang affiliation, the NBECHS Administration reserves the right to prohibit such items and arrangements.  Parents will be notified in their student is in violation of the Dress and Grooming Code.  It is important for staff, students, and parents to recognize and prohibit the trend.  It is important not to ignore the warning signs.

2. Clothing shall be appropriate for an academic setting.  Clothing must be clean and in good repair.  Clothing must be sufficient and size-appropriate to conceal all parts of all undergarments at all times.  Prohibited clothing includes, but is not limited to, ribbed knit or other tank tops (“wife beaters”) for boys, see-through clothing, pajamas, underwear (worn as an outer garment), bare-midriff shirts or blouses, backless tops or any top which does not have a support strap, or any clothing which is excessively revealing or disruptive to the educational environment is forbidden.  Parents will be notified to bring appropriate clothing to the campus so the student may change unless other clothing arrangements can be made for the student. 
3. Pants must not have holes or worn areas that reveal undergarments or are disruptive to the educational environment.  Trousers that are excessively large or sag to the point of revealing underclothing are not allowed.  Example: when the belt is removed, the garment falls off or the crotch is lower than mid-thigh or the width of the pant leg is determined excessively wide.  Parents will be notified to bring appropriate clothing to the campus so the student may change.

4. Chains, whether attached to a wallet or worn loose as clothing accessory, are classified as a weapon and are not allowed at NBECHS.  When chains are found on student, they will be confiscated and returned to the parent only.

5. Body ornamentation/piercing, which are deemed to be unsafe in nature, disruptive to the classroom environment, and/or possibly injurious to the wearer or others in the school environment, shall be prohibited.

6. Only NBECHS approved headgear are allowed to be worn on campus.  Other non-approved caps, hats or items considered to be head coverings will not be worn, displayed or carried by students on campus.  No hairnets, do-rags, or bandanas are permitted.  Baseball caps must be worn with the bill forward.  Non-approved headgear will be confiscated and returned to the parents only. 

7. Shoes must be worn at all times.  Shoes must be appropriate for the school activity and school safety.  Bedroom slippers are not to be worn to school.  It is recommended that sandals have heel straps.  Steel-toed shoes and boots are not permitted on campus.  Athletic shoes must be worn during P.E. Class.

8. Gum is not allowed on campus at any time.

9. IPODs, cell phones and other devices must be off and out of sight during any/all instructional times.

10. School issued student ID cards must be visibly worn on lanyard at all times while on NBECHS campus.
